NOTES FOR APPLICANTS
· The Training fund exists for the sole purpose of enabling freelance working in news and current affairs across all journalism platforms to take Hostile Environment Training (HET) with approved course providers. The training programme is funded by annual contributions from broadcasters, individuals and other organisations, in whose names the bursaries are distributed. The Rory Peck Trust is the only organization worldwide which provides bursaries only to freelancers to attend this kind of course. 

· The Fund is international and is open to freelancers worldwide. Approved course providers are currently as follows: AKE Ltd, TOR and PILGRIMS. Courses should be booked directly through them by the bursary recipient (see the following page for contact details of course providers).

· Bursaries are limited and available only to applicants who have been working as bona fide professional freelancers involved in newsgathering or current affairs for a minimum of 18 months. Priority is given to:

a) Camera people

b) Those with an immediate or urgent need (For example those with confirmed assignments in hostile regions)

c) Those whose work frequently takes them into hostile environments

· The bursaries are for a maximum of £750 (with the intention of subsidising approximately 75% of course costs). It is a condition of the bursary that the trainee must pay the balance of the course fee to the course provider before the start of the course. We are not able to contribute towards travel expenses and cannot take responsibility for visas the recipient might need to attend the course.

· Eligibility will be assessed by the Rory Peck Trust, who reserves the right to refuse bursaries to anyone not meeting their criteria.

TERMS

· The freelancer must confirm the acceptance of the bursary within two weeks of a bursary being granted. The bursary recipient must send a signed copy of the confirmation of the terms. If the bursary recipient doesn’t send the confirmation form in this period of time the bursary should be allocated to another freelance.

· The freelancer must book a course within one month of the date he received the confirmation letter. The bursary recipient must inform the Trust of the dates of the course and the course provider as soon as the booking is confirmed. 
· The freelancer must attend a course within three months of a bursary being granted and no later than the 31 December of that year or he/she will eventually lose the bursary. In special circumstances, cancellations and postponements can be arranged only by agreement with The Rory Peck Trust. If the bursary recipient is going to attend the course after the 31st December you should inform the accountant. 

· As a condition of receiving a bursary, the recipient is required to write a brief (50-100 words) report of how they have benefited from the training and the importance of the bursary. The bursary recipient should send the report within two weeks after the course has finished.

· The bursary recipient is required to respect the confidentiality of other course participants
